As formas verbais do futuro em Inglês são formadas através do uso de 

verbos auxiliares. As estruturas mais comuns do futuro são  aquelas que 

utilizam “going to” ou “will”.  

O futuro expresso através do 

uso de “going to” refere-se a eventos 

que têm evidência no momento 

presente. Serve também para 

compromissos agendados e eventos 

marcados.  

Já o futuro expresso através do 

uso do auxiliar “will” refere-se a 

eventos futuros que não têm 

evidência no presente, ou seja, 

previsões.  

Ainda é possível utilizar o 

Simple Present para referir-se a 

eventos futuros com horário marcado 

ou que fazem parte de um 

cronograma.  

A seguir, veja a estrutura das frases que utilizam cada uma destas 

formas.
